Editing Guidelines:

· Act #2 should be the second longest act, or else on the longer side of total content time. 

· Act #6 is preferred to be the shortest act if necessary (versus acts 3 - 5). Total content time cannot dip below 3 minutes, unless given approval by EP. 

· See your Discovery Production Team for details if there are any questions regarding segment length, bumps/teases, embedded credits, etc.
Snap In Guidelines:

 
· Total content time must become 48 minutes of seamless material, not including bumps and teases (if present). Therefore, snap in content delivered needs reach at least 6 minutes total content time.

· Approx. 3 - 5 snap ins should be delivered against the appropriate “Snap In” media deliverable (separately from the program master file). This content can be a stand-alone scene, or additional content that extends a scene inside the episode.
